However, widespread and systematic attacks on a minority ethnic
group, potentially constituting Crimes Against Humanity, are
committed within Kappa's territory. Following the violence, two
key developments occur:

1. Referral by State Sigma: State Sigma, a State Party to the
Rome Statute, refers the situation in Kappa to the ICC
Prosecutor, arguing that State Kappa is unwilling and
genuinely unable to prosecute the high-level perpetrators.

2. Domestic Investigation: State Kappa's government,
realizing the international pressure, immediately establishes
a Special Investigative Unit (SIU) composed of national
judges and military lawyers to investigate and prosecute the
crimes. The international community, however, views the
SIU as entirely controlled by the government and thus a
sham investigation.

Analyze the threshold requirements for the ICC to exercise
jurisdiction over the situation in State Kappa. Specifically, discuss
whether State Sigma's referral, given that Kappa is a non-State
Party, provides a valid jurisdictional basis under the Rome Statute.

The leadership of the fictional State of Veridia, facing widespread
political dissent, initiates "Operation Phoenix," a coordinated
campaign designed to suppress all opposition groups. The operation
is overseen by the Minister of Internal Security and carried out by
the National Police Force (NPF).Over a three-month period in three
major urban centers, the NPF executes the following actions:

1. Systematic Detentions: Thousands of journalists, lawyers,
political activists, and suspected sympathizers are arrested
based on centrally prepared lists.

2. Torture: Detained individuals are routinely subjected to
severe physical and mental abuse in unofficial detention
centers, including waterboarding and electric shock, to
extract confessions and force them to denounce their
affiliations.

3. Sexual Violence: Female political prisoners are subjected to
rape and other forms of sexual violence by NPF officers as
a means of terror and intimidation.

4. Enforced Disappearance: Hundreds of detainees vanish
without a trace; the State refuses to acknowledge their
detention or provide information on their whereabouts.

5. Official Policy: Internal memoranda and public statements
from the Minister of Internal Security refer to the opposition
as a "political disease” that must be “eliminated from the
body politic." The scale and coordination of the actions are
undeniable.

Analyze the factual scenario provided to determine if the actions of
the Veridian NPF meet the contextual elements required to
classify them as Crimes Against Humanity under Article 7 of the
Rome Statute.
