On 2 June Mr A got a better offer for the goods that remained with him, Can he re-sale the goods? Help
Mr A by elaborating his right of re-sale under Sale of Goods Act.

5. When a person finds the goods of the other, he is imposed with certain duties and the finder of the
goods is treated as a bailee. Elaborate upon the legal position of a finder of goods under Indian
Contract Act, 1872.
